In this research, especially grasses and leguminous fodder crops which can be cultivated in rainfed conditions have been examined and the effect of using different dosages of phosphorus fertilizer in different ways to grass efficiency has been observed. Grass efficiency has increased because crested wheat grass and alfalfa which are the plants comply with arid condition best used the phosphorus fertilizer given proper amount and in proper amount accurately. If this result is conveyed to the farmers making a living by animal breeding, the requirements of fodder crop which a very big problem, will be met. Therefore, uncontrolled and over grazing in the pastures of the country will be prevented.
